REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
November 17, 2025
		 
The minutes of the Froid Town Council at the Froid Community Center on November 17, 2025.  Those in attendance were Council Members Gale Strandlund, Gregg Labatte, Laurie Young, and Tyler Harris.  Also present were Mayor, Sheri Crain and Clerk, LeAnn Johnson.  
Mayor Crain called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm, welcomed the guests present, and asked if there were any non-agenda comments or concerns. The minutes from the September 15, 2025 Council meeting were read at the October meeting, but due to the lack of a quorum, no action was taken on approval of the minutes.  Mayor Crain asked Council to look over the September meeting minutes.  Clerk, LeAnn Johnson read the October 20, 2025 meeting minutes.  Mayor Crain asked for any public comment on the meeting minutes from September and October.  Council Member Laurie Young made a motion to approve the September and October meeting minutes as read.  Tyler Harris seconded the motion. Motion carried.  
Public Works Director Report:   Public Works Director, Alan Engelke, was present to report.  Alan reported that he has been working on pavement patching, blading, water shut-off requests, and has been regularly checking the water depot.  He stated that he will keep an eye on the weather and will be shutting down the depot when necessary.  Alan reported that he ordered pipe and gravel for an upcoming ARPA sewer project.  He also stated that the out-of-town lift station generator needed to be re-started but seems to be operating smoothly now.  
Sheriff’s Report: Deputy Russ Corbell was present to report on behalf of the Roosevelt County Sheriff’s Department.  Council looked over the summary of calls sent to the Town from the Sheriff’s Office for October.  There were 9 calls for service, with zero arrests and zero citations.  Mayor Crain reported that she did not hear back from Justice of the Peace, Penny Hendrickson, regarding not receiving any proceeds from fines and forfeitures in fiscal year 2024-2025.  Deputy Corbell stated that he isn’t sure how the fines and forfeitures work, but he knows that fines were issued in the past year.  Mayor Crain said the Town will look into it further.   Deputy Corbell urged those present to spread the word that if you see anything strange or out of the ordinary or unfamiliar people hanging around, report it.  Deputy Corbell confirmed there was recently an incident involving a juvenile caught stealing tires in Froid. He stated that he personally was not involved in responding to the incident.  
Unfinished Business:
ARPA Project-Project Deadline Extension – June 30, 2026- Council looked over the extension request drawn up by Great West Engineering allowing the Town 6 more months to complete on-going ARPA projects.  The extension would require the Town to submit the final reimbursement request, final report, and all other required documentation to DNRC within 90 days of project closeout.  The remaining funds will be used for wastewater system spot repairs.  Alan will be completing the work when weather allows.  
Disposal of Wastewater into Lagoon Inquiry-  Tanner Holtan was not in attendance this month to further inquire about using the lagoon for disposal of septic waste from his septic pumping service.  This agenda item will be tabled until the December 2025 Council meeting.  

Review of Water, Sewer, and Garbage Accounts: Council looked over the delinquent accounts.  Door hangers will be distributed, and letters will be mailed to those on the list.  
New Business:  
Appointment and Oath of Office for Laurie Young, Tyler Harris, Sheri Crain- Council Members Laurie Young and Tyler Harris were re-elected in the November municipal election. No one filed to run against Sheri Crain for the Mayoral seat.  The Oath of Office was administered to all three officers.  Dawn Conat attended this portion of the Council meeting to notarize the Oath.  
Building Permits: There were no new building permits for Council to review. 
Review of Claims for Approval of Payment: Council looked over the claims for October and November 2025.  Tyler Harris made a motion to approve the claims for October and November 2025. Gregg Labatte seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
Other Business: 
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:25 pm.  The next regular meeting will be December 8, 2025.
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
